4.      Proposed University Diploma in Transportation and Logistics
 Following discussions with the Rector of the University, Professor Juanito Camilleri, the Chariman of APRQU, Professor J Vella and the Head of the Department of Management in the Faculty of Management, Economics and Accountancy (FEMA), CILT Malta is assisting FEMA in the development of a University Diploma programme in Logistics and Transportation.  This programme will replace the Diploma in Transport Studies presently offered by CILT Malta.  Subject to the ratification of all University procedures, the course will be offered in the next academic year.  CILT Malta will be involved in the quality assurance of the programme to ensure that all membership and professional standards’ criteria are met. From time to time, this circular will be providing further information on the course.  

 The Diploma in Transport Studies was launched in 2001 and since its inception, forty students registered on the course.  Of these, 30 students completed or are about to complete the programme.  In 2009, six students are expected to compete the programme.  The course also enables students to read for the Masters in Transport and Logistics at Aston University.  Two students joined the course and one student, Frank Zammit completed his degree progamme in 2009.  
5.      WTO Maritime Review 2008
